3. Barriers to future attainment (for pupils eligible for PP, including high ability)

In-school barriers

A. Some pupils have personal social and emotional barriers, which inhibit their readiness to learn when coming into school. Some pupils have low aspirations in school and appear

less motivated to do well in all subjects.

B. Progress of pupils in writing was lower than non PP pupils and lower for PP pupils than progress in other subjects.

C. It is identified that PP children are falling marginally behind their peers and therefore a gap is highlighted

D. Pupils eligible for PP have low aspirations, in particular with reading and the value of reading for enjoyment, which adds to restricted access to language especially from books
External barriers (issues which also require action outside school, such as low attendance rates)

B. Lack of parental support for some pupils; poor attendance at appointments made for parents, lack of support with challenge and homework and not punctual in the mornings.

1. Review of expenditure

Previous Academic Year 2018/19

In the 2018-19 academic year, 10 out of 12 PP pupils made expected progress or more in reading and maths and 9 out of 12 in writing. One of these pupils
joined us in November 2018. 58% of PP pupils made more than expected progress in maths, 67% in reading and 25% in writing. The effective allocation of
funding has had a positive impact on outcomes for most PP pupils.
